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Referral Table for the MHS Mart (M2)

I. Data Source: MHS Data Repository Referral File.

II. Record Selection: Two files are provided to M2 each month:

· The “delete file” contains only the referring DMISID and the record ID of records that are to be deleted when loading the M2.  These deletion records are only associated with records that have been previously sent to M2 and would only cover the current year + 5 additional historical years as required.
· The “add file” contains all new records, and all changed records from the previous version of the MDR Referral File for the current year + 5 additional historical years.

III. M2 Derived/Joined Fields:  The following data elements are derived in M2:

· Pseudo Sponsor ID: Derived from Sponsor ID via a confidential encryption algorithm. The algorithm must be applied uniformly across all data tables in M2 that contain the Sponsor SSN.
· Pseudo Person ID: Derived from Person ID via a confidential encryption algorithm. The algorithm must be applied uniformly across all data tables in M2 that contain the Person ID.
· Beneficiary Name, Beneficiary Last Name, and Beneficiary First Name are added via a join to the MPI Table based on Person ID. The join should be constructed so that records are not lost when M2 encounters a Person ID in the Referral file without a matching name in the MPI Table.
· Number of Referrals is set to 1 for each row.
· Number of Appointed Referrals is derived as a row count where associated appointment ID is not null.
· ACV Group is derived from DEERS ACV using established DEERS coding rules.
If ACV in (A, E, H or J) then set to “Prime”
Else if ACV in (B, F) then set to “Overseas Remote”
Else if ACV in (G, L) then set to “Plus”
Else if ACV is U then set to “Desig Prov”
Else if ACV in (R, V) then set to “Other”
Else if ACV in (M, Q) then set to “Reliant”
Else if Bencat Common = 4 then set to “Reliant”
Else set to “Other”
· MEPRS 3 Codes, MEPRS 2 Codes and MEPRS 1 Codes are made available wherever there is a MEPRS code (using substring). There are two families of these variables. The first is based on MEPRS4 Code of Referring Provider, with variable named “MEPRS3 Code of Referring Provider”, “MEPRS2 Code of Referring Provider”, and “MEPRS1 Code of Referring Provider”. The second is based on MEPRS3 Code Referred to, with variable names “MEPRS2 Code Referred to” and “MEPRS1 Code Referred to”.
· Market area attributes are made available as described in the M2 Market Area Specification. The particular fields added based on this specification include:
· MTF Service Area for FY06+, PRISM area ID, catchment area ID, market area ID, Prime Service Area, TPR Flag, Beneficiary HSSC Region, Beneficiary T3 Region 
· DMIS ID Attributes, applied according to the M2 DMIS ID Index Table Specification.  The particular fields that are made available include:
· Referring DMISID Name, Referring DMISID Command, Referring DMISID Military Service, Referring DMISID Region, Referring DMISID HSSC Region, Referring DMISID MSMA, Referring DMISID DHP Code, Referring DMISID Parent, Referring DMISID Parent Name
· Tmt DMISID Name, Tmt DMISID Command, Tmt DMISID Military Service, Tmt DMISID Region, Tmt DMISID HSSC Region, Tmt DMISID MSMA, Tmt DMISID DHP Code, Tmt Parent  DMISID and Tmt Parent Name
· Enrollment site name, enrollment site command, enrollment site military service, enrollment site T3 region, enrollment site parent, enrollment site parent name, enrollment site MSMA, enrollment site DHP Code, Enrollment Site HSSC Region
· MTF Service Area Name, catchment area name, catchment area command, catchment area military service, catchment area MSMA
· PRISM area name, PRISM area command, PRISM area military service, PRISM area MSMA

IV. Table (Object Class) Information in M2: Health Care Services/Referrals. (All years in one data table representing referrals from the current year back through 5 historical years..

V. Rules for Preparing M2 Feed from MDR: All records are included when preparing the initial referral feed for M2, after applying de-duplication rules. Thereafter, selection rules for the add/delete files are:
· Delete File: Include records (referring DMISID + Refnum) that have changed or cancelled since previous submission to M2 (M2 Change Flag of “A” (Adjustment) or “C” (Cancellation)).
· Add File: All new records meeting the criteria for M2 and also all records where any value in any field in M2 has changed in the MDR since the previous submission to M2 (M2 Change Flag of “N” (new) or “A” (adjustment)).

VI. Update process: To update the M2 referral table; first use the delete file to delete changed records. Then append the add file. It is critically important that the steps occur in that order. The first time that the M2 is loaded with referral data, there will only be an add file.

VII. File Layout: The file layouts provided to M2 are described in Table 1. The files are pipe (|) delimited.

IX. Quality Review

Routine operating procedures should involve performing quality review, both in the preparation of the M2 feed and in the loading of the M2 file. A minimum set of quality review requirements are described below. DHSS is encouraged to perform additional quality review.

· Except for the first load of M2, there should always be a delete file.
· The first 10 records of both the add file and the delete file should be visually inspected to ensure the layout conforms to the specification.
· Frequency tabulations should be prepared for Beneficiary Category, ACV, Access to Care Category, and other key variables. Differences in distributions of key variables should be discussed at bi-weekly operational meetings.
· The MDR will provide frequency tabulations in the transmittal notice with each update. These should be compared to frequency tabulations from M2 after applying the feed. There should be no discrepancies.
· The number of records deleted during monthly processing should match the record count in the delete file.
· The size of the Referral File should increase each month.
· The results of joins should be visually inspected. The M2 should be tested to ensure records are not lost in joins (at least initially).
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
